The hospitality and inclusivity members of my family experienced 
on our holiday to Gozo at the beginning of June had quite an impact 
on us.  Two daughters, two sons-in-law, Jack (4), Eve (nearly 3),  Isaac 
(2 ã), Grace (7 months) and Otis (5 months) joined Mike and me for 
ten days.  As you can imagine going out as a family was quite an 
operation yet everywhere we went from getting on the bus, to eating in 
restaurants, to most of the taxi drivers, to the supermarket check-out 
we were made to feel welcome.  In restaurants, including when we 
went to Tmun, a Michelin recommended ­ne dining place for lunch, 
the children were not only welcomed but accommodated as they had 
a children's menu.  In another local restaurant they didn't have  
a children's menu as such but were more than happy to prepare food 
for them  ̄chips though was often the answer! 

This hospitality and inclusivity of the whole family from the old 
grandad to the youngest baby reminded me of the example Jesus set 
us.  It is part of the mediterranean culture to welcome everyone and in 
Jesus' time the houses opened out into the street.  On one occasion 
when Jesus was preaching in a house, friends of a paralyzed man who 
couldn't get in through the people to Jesus lowered their friend through 
the roof to Jesus' feet.  Jesus didn't ask them what they were doing as 
he knew they had brought their friend to be healed.  He didn't send 
them away or remonstrate with them for interrupting him.   
The paralyzed man was given spiritual peace knowing his sins were 
forgiven and he was able to walk out through the crowd. 

Another example was when Jesus was dining with Simon,  
a pharisee, who had invited Jesus to join him for a meal.  Whilst they 
were sharing their meal and conversation was, no doubt, in ®ow and 
local woman, possibly a prostitute, came into the house.  Simon 
wanted to send her away because of her sinful reputation. Jesus on the 
other hand allowed her to come welcomed her exemplifying 
hospitality and inclusivity to a woman.  

 Throughout his ministry Jesus, in so many small ways, made 
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people feel valued which lies at the root of all hospitality and 
inclusivity.  If someone feels welcomed, whoever they are, they know 
they are valued for who they are.  How many of us, and particularly 
within our culture, really demonstrate these values?  Those who work 
with the homeless, those who work at the Foodbank, those who open 
their homes to refugees, those who create safe spaces for the abused 
and isolated, those who reach out to the oppressed, those who work 
tirelessly for charitable organisations helping others and especially 
overseas when there is a crisis or in a war zone.  So many people yet 
so few people.   

Locally the Warm Welcome at Suckley on a Wednesday, Nora 
Parsons Centre in Wichenford, Cuppa and chat in Rushwick village 
Hall monthly, the Community Shop and Post OĿce in Alfrick are 
examples of organisations oľering hospitality and inclusivity to 
various members of the community. 

For all our volunteers, you and others know who you are, working 
for the local community, for a wider community or even 
internationally we give thanks to God, whether they have a faith in 
the compassion of Christ or not.   If there was a greater outpouring of 
hospitality and inclusivity as shown by Jesus to others, and my family 
encountered on the Island of Gozo, the world would be a better 
place.

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When in the mid 1950ôs there was consultation, locally, about 
replacing the bridge built in the 1890ôs replacing the old wooden 
bridge, there was a proposal to build the new one to the top side of the 
existing one, so that the old one could be kept open during the build.  
The aligning of the proposed new one would have meant a new 
approach road around the Talbot and landing just below the current 
surgery car park. This would have provided a clear flow under the 
bridge and being more at right-angles to the river would have been 
shorter (& cheaper?). But local opposition from the pub, the doctors 
and other landowners scuppered that suggestion. So, in the end, they 
went with a straight replacement on the same site. There were a lot of 
heated requests for a temporary bridge, while the work was being 
done, but that never materialized and they got on and did the job as 
quickly as possible, with the alternative crossings being Bransford 
bridge (also very dilapidated at the time)  or Ham bridge to the north. 
Both being a long way round. There were several fording places to 
anyone with the local knowledge and the river being low enough. - the 
nearest being on site - the name gives it away ? Knights-ford Bridge ?

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When they came to the next replacement of the bridge at 
Knightwick, they thought ñbigò and we ended up with the new bridge 
set much higher above the river and with a causeway across the 
floodplain, albeit with a flood pressure relieving arch half way across. 

All this has improved the access across the River Teme at 
Knightwick, even though it canôt stop flooding at the bottle-neck by 
the Talbot, which everyone who lives in the immediate area has to put 
up with, some years better than others but sometimes very tedious!! 

Bransford bridge finally got its ñrebuildò around the time of the First 
World War.  There was a newspaper report around 1914 of a steam-
lorry driving off the side into the river and the driver and mate 
drowning.  One of the problems with this bridge is that it was privately 
owned and not a ñToll-bridgeò, so the owners , The Berkeleys on one 
side and I think the Lygons or the Cocksô on the other derived no 
income from it.  The ultimate solution negotiated was that the County 
should take it over and build a new bridge on the county rates.
